Mobile Outreach Health Project
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Throughout June 2010, young people from Armagh City and District will have the opportunity to increase their awareness of a range of health issues via a new Mobile Outreach Health Project.  This will operate in the Armagh City, Tandragee, Laurelvale and Markethill areas.
The Mobile Outreach Health Project was developed by the Southern Education and Library Board (SELB) Youth Service in partnership with Armagh City and District Council’s Good Relations Department, and was part-funded by the Armagh Community Safety Partnership.

The Project aims to provide young people, and the wider community, with the information and knowledge to encourage a healthier lifestyle and, therefore, to create a more positive environment which can help to reduce crime and anti social behaviour.  The Project also hopes to increase the capacity and confidence of local communities to work together, and to be a catalyst for groups to engage in partnership and take decisive action towards new and innovative programmes / projects which will benefit the health of their Community.
In preparation for the mobile bus operating throughout the district, a number of young people and community / youth workers from Spring Ltd Trust, LA Project, and peer leaders from Laurelvale and Tandragee, participated in a 14 week programme to help build their capacity to work on the mobile bus.  This programme addressed issues such as drugs and alcohol, sexual health, Men’s Health Week, and also highlighted health and safety issues as well as the roles and responsibilities of volunteers on the bus.
